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JARD Trigger Kit for Marlin Centerfire 

Installation 

1. Verify the gun is unloaded  

2. Open action halfway and remove the lever pivot screw. 

3. Proceed to remove the lever from the bottom and the bolt out the rear of the action.  The 

extractor will be loose in the action with the bolt out, so remove it as well.  

4. Remove stock from action by removing screw on tang (behind hammer). 

5. De-cock the hammer by depressing the trigger safety block followed by pulling the trigger 

so the hammer falls (be careful not to let the hammer slam down) 

6. Remove the hammer spring plate be sliding it out either side of the action.  The hammer 

spring may also be removed. 

7. The hammer pivot screw (from right side of receiver) and two trigger plate screws (one 

from left side of receiver, one from the bottom) should be removed next.  

8. The trigger plate can now be removed from the receiver. 

9. Using a punch, push out the trigger pivot pin and remove the factory Marlin trigger and 

sear. 

10. Replace with JARD Marlin Centerfire Trigger. 

11. Assembly is reverse of disassembly.
