Installation

1. Remove the magazine and visually check the chamber to verify the rifle is unloaded.
Separate the receiver from the stock/chassis.
Remove the trigger mounting pins to remove the factory trigger assembly.
Replace factory trigger with the JARD trigger system and secure with mounting pins.
Reaffix the receiver to the stock/chassis and perform safety and function checks.
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YOUR JARD TRIGGER SYSTEM COMES SET FROM THE FACTORY, NO ADJUSTMENT NEEDED.
If you must make adjustments, follow these instructions carefully. Only adjust the trigger if you fully
understand the adjustment process. Adjustments done incorrectly can make your firearm unsafe!

1. Safely clear the firearm and then remove the JARD trigger system.

2. Put the safety in the off position and cock the hammer. Use a 1/16” hex key to turn the sear
adjustment screw (25) clockwise until the hammer is released. At this very point, turn the screw
counter-clockwise one complete revolution. This screw position will provide an optimal yet safe
amount of sear engagement.

3. With the hammer cocked, using a 5/64” hex key, turn the disconnect adjustment screw (22) counter-
clockwise while simultaneously pushing the hammer down toward the trigger. Turn the screw until
the disconnect brushes hammer. If the disconnect screw is adjusted too far counter-clockwise, the
disconnect will not release the hammer and the screw will have to be adjusted clockwise.

4. Remove the hammer pivot pin (3) to gain access to the safety and over travel screws.

5. Switch the safety selector to the safe position. If the selector cannot move to safe, turn the safety
screw (18) counter-clockwise with a 0.050” hex key until the selector can move. Once in the safe
position, turn the safety screw clockwise until the screw just contacts the safety. Do not over tighten.

6. To adjust over-travel, use a 1/16” hex key to turn the over-travel screw (19). Turning clockwise
reduces while counter-clockwise increases over-travel. (If there is not enough over-travel, the
hammer will not cock and/or be released by the trigger. To check the over travel, the hammer and
hammer pivot pin must be reinstalled each time.)

7. After all adjustments have been made, reinstall the trigger system in the safely cleared firearm and
perform all safety and function checks.
