Steps to follow
To start disassembling your 10/22 takedown, undo the single screw located on
the underside of the forend and remove the barrel and locking assembly. The
barrel and locking assembly is pictured in the image to the right.
The original locking block will not be used with LaChassis TKD, however, the
internal components of the block will be installed directly into the LaChassis TKD
forend. 
Firmly pull up on the lever pin to remove it. The lever pin retains the locking
plunger and spring in the locking block.
The plunger is under spring pressure and will shoot out of the locking block when
the lever pin is removed unless it is held in place with your thumb. Be carful you
do not lose any parts ... or your eye. “You’ll shoot your eye out kid”.

Steps to follow
With the lever pin removed, the
plunger, detent pin, and spring will
simply slide out of the locking block.
Unless of course you failed to keep
your thumb on the plunger and
launched them across the room.

If so, happy hunting. Keep these parts safe for later. 
Next, remove the two screws holding the locking block to the barrel
with a 9/64 hex.
These screws will be used later, however the locking block will no
longer be needed.

Steps to follow
Place the forend on the barrel as shown, being careful to line up the
mounting holes with the holes in the barrel. 
Insert the 9/64 hex head screws you removed from the original locking
block into the mounting holes on the forend.
Very gently snug the screws first so that you can still wiggle the forend
side to side. Align the forend nice and straight on the barrel, then torque to
25 in/lb.

Steps to follow
With the screws torqued to spec, you can now reinstall the spring, detent
pin, and locking plunger into the forend. 
Make sure the lever pin hole in the plunger is aligned with the lever pin slot
in the forend.
Compress the plunger so that the lever pin hole is visible in the lever pin
slot.
Insert the lever pin into the hole and push it firmly until it snaps into place.
The forend installation is complete.

INSTALLING 
THE RECEIVER

Steps to follow
Remove the Receiver from the original stock by undoing the single screw in
front of the magazine well. 
Pull up firmly on the receiver to separate it from the stock.
To install, place the rear of the receiver into LaChassis TKD first (as shown
in the top image), and then drop the front end down into place.
Insert the supplied action screw into the hole just in front of the magazine
well and torque to 25 in/lb using a 5/32” hex.

Place folding adapter assembly with the corresponding outline (square) on
the front of the stock and secure with 30 in/lb with a 5/32"

Using a 1/8” hex key, remove the two screws on the top of the cheek weld.
Don’t lose those pillars. 
With the screws removed, shift the position of the cheek weld forward or
backwards as desired.
With the cheek weld in position, tighten the two screws through the cheek
weld into the pillars behind it.
Hand tighten only.
