BEFORE INITIAL USE, REMOVE BATTERY INSULATOR

BATTERY INSTALLATION / REPLACEMENT

The XC3 Sub is a dual fuel light, powered by either a 3.6V RCR123 
or CR123A.

1. Insert battery with terminals oriented as shown in  
the engraved schematic on XC3 Sub body (Figure 1).

2. Install light head by lining up the mark on the head with the 
unlock symbol on the body. Push the head toward the body 
and then rotate the head to either the disable position, for light 
storage, or the locked position, for use (Figure 2).

CAUTION: Always use a fresh battery when replacing old ones.

MOUNTING XC3 SUB TO WEAPON

1. Loosen the rail-adjustment bolt, then press the bolt to spread 
the rail clamps, providing sufficient clearance over the weapon’s 
accessory rail.

2. Align the XC3 Sub to the weapon’s accessory rail by approaching 
from under the rail.

3. Mate the XC3 crossmember with the corresponding slot in the 
weapon’s accessory rail.

4. Using a torque wrench and a flathead bit, tighten the rail-
adjustment bolt (Figure 4) to 8 in.-lb. on a polymer pistol rail 
and 8-9 in.-lb. on a metal pistol rail. If a torque wrench is not 
available, tighten until snug and then apply an additional 1/4 
turn. DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN! The rail-adjustment bolt will break if 
excessive force is applied.

INSTALLING / REPLACING THE CROSSMEMBER

1. Loosen (counterclockwise) the rail-adjustment bolt, taking care not 
to lose the tension spring (Figure 3) located against the bolt head.

2. In order, remove the left siderail, crossmember, and right siderail.
3. Reinstall the right siderail first, insert the appropriate crossmember, 

then reinstall the left siderail.
4. Insert and tighten (clockwise) the rail-adjustment bolt.

LIGHT OPERATION
For momentary-on light operation, press and hold either the right 
or left side of tailcap toggle switch; release to turn light off (Figure 6).
For constant-on operation, activate by a quick tap and release 
action via either toggle switch (Figure 6).

ALWAYS ensure firearm is unloaded and clear 
before changing the battery.
